The visitors’ license is available from the listed license outlets (1 day euro 5, 

7 days euro 10, NEW since 01.01.2012: 14 days euro 18). It is important for guests to bring along photo ID.  The 

annual fishing license is only available through the Salzburg State Fisheries Association, Reichenhallerstrasse 6, 

5020 Salzburg, Tel. +43 (0)662/842684. In order to have an annual fishing license issued, you must pass the 

statutory fishing examination.
